L. It's Jesus flesh that unites all
divided flesh.

Vs 11: “You who were Gentiles by birth”

Vs 11: "Those who call themselves ‘the circumcision’
(done in the body by human hands)..."

Vs 14: "...he himself is our peace...by setting aside in
his flesh the law with its commands and
regulations..."




2. Jesus did it to make peace.

Ephesians 2:14-18 "For he himself is our peace, who
has made the two groups one and has destroyed the
barrier, the dividing wall of hostility, by setting aside in
his flesh the law with its commands and regulations. His
purpose was to create in himself one new humanity out
of the two, thus making peace, and in one body to
reconcile both of them to God through the cross, by
which he put to death their hostility. He came and
preached peace to you who were far away and peace
to those who were near. For through him we both have
access to the Father by one Spirit."




3. Jesus has made us closer than
comfortable.

Vs 11 “brought us near” from being far away.

14 “made the two one, destroying the barrier of hostility...”

15 “his purpose was to create one new man out of the
two...in one body reconciling them to God...”

Vs 19: “not foreigners...but fellow citizens”
Vs 19: “not strangers...but members of his household...”

The household is also a “house” that is a holy temple...



One body and the same family

Eph 2:15-16 "His purpose was to create in himself one

new humanity out of the two, thus making peace, and
in one body to reconcile both of them to God through
the cross, by which he put to death their hostility."

Eph 1:22-23

God placed all things under his feet and appointed him
to be head over everything for the church, which is his
body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every
way.

What should this mean for
us right now?




1. God was the first enemy of our
enmity (Gen 4), and has offered
the only true cure.

You should be happy about this and
adore how good he is.

(and not allow your heart to agree with
those who malign his goodness)




2. he social effects of
reconciliation are just as real as
the personal effects of
reconciliation.

3. The Cross is the cure for every
"enmity of the Flesh."

The Cross covers all of our social
emnities, not just "Jew-Gentile"

(Colossians 3:5-14)




4. Remember that NONE of the deadly
sins need to be taught, and ALL of the
virtues are spiritual miracdles.

Lust, Purity,

Gluttony, Temperance/simplicity,
Sloth, Charity/generosity,
Wrath, Industry,

Envy, and Composure/forgiveness,
Pride Humility




5. People still feel excluded, even
when you don't think they should.

Exclusion and embrace is expressed
non-verbally and recieved intuitively,
even when it isn't explicit.
